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CHURCH-PAROCHIAL SCHOOLS OF THE KHERSON EPARCHY IN
THE 19™" CENTURY (BEFORE THE REFORM OF 1884)

The formation and development of church-parochial education in the Kherson eparchy from the 1820s to the
reform of 1884 is traced. The author identified three qualitatively different periods in the history of church-parochial
schools, which correspond to the general imperial development of this educational institution: 1820/30s — 1850s; 1859-
1884 and 1884-1917.

The first period was characterized by government’s attempts to determine the place and role of the clergy in
the dissemination of primary education among the people, the first hesitant steps that directed the educational activities
of the Orthodox priesthood in this field. At this time, a small network of educational institutions was formed on the
territory of the Kherson eparchy, which at its greatest boom (1848) numbered 68 schools, where 2,601 children were
studying. So, parish schools opened and functioned, but they did not have a significant impact on the overall picture of
public education during this period.

The second period is defined more clearly and is marked by specific target settings of the spiritual authorities
in the direction of creating primary educational institutions of the simplest type, which would carry the spark of
Orthodox education to the masses. In a short period of time (1859-1864) a network of parish schools was created in the
Kherson eparchy, which reached its peak in 1863-64, reaching 494 schools with 12,128 pupils. Compared to other
Ukrainian eparchies, the Kherson eparchy, at the peak of popularity of church parish schools in the mid-1860s, was the
leader in Southern Ukraine, ahead of its southern Ukrainian neighbours — Ekaterinoslav and Tavrian eparchies, but
significantly inferior to the Central-Ukrainian and the Northern Left Bank eparchies.

Official statistics indicate the stable development of church-parochial education within the Kherson eparchy
during the 1860s. In the early 1870s, church-parochial education was replaced by rapid stagnation and loss of leading
positions in the dissemination of primary public education. In our opinion, this was facilitated by two key factors (not
counting secondary ones, of which there are more) — financing and competition.

The first factor (financial) is related to the fact that from the very beginning church-parochial schools were
oriented towards the ‘sacred duty’ of the clergy in the educational field. The clergy were required to teach for free and
in free time, using their own premises and purchasing textbooks and manuals at their own expense. This approach to
the issue, combined with the low interest in school on the part of the peasantry, only repelled the conscious clergy from
educational work.

The second factor (competition) is explained by the emergence in the second half of the 1860s of worthy
competitors in the field of primary education — zemstvos, public institutions and private initiative. With the beginning of
the rapid development of secular primary educational institutions, church-parochial schools began to rapidly lose their
positions.

The third period, which we deliberately omitted in this study due to its scale and the need for a separate
research focus for independent publication, was characterized by clear state steps to form a network of primary
educational institutions under Synodal leadership and with broad material support from secular authorities.

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TRANSCARPATHIAN WOMEN IN FAMILY AND SOCIETY DURING
THE SOVIET ERA

In the 1930s, during forced rapid industrialization and later during the war, women in the USSR were forced
to perform male-dominated tasks, including driving tractors. Behind the mask of emancipation, these campaigns played
a significant role in increasing agricultural production and spreading socialist ideology. Women performed difficult,
physically demanding tasks that required technical knowledge, often under harsh weather conditions and sometimes
even at night, regardless of their health. With the Red Army’s arrival in Transcarpathia in autumn 1944, the
construction of the Soviet system began, showing no mercy for its victims. This marked one of the most difficult periods
for the Hungarian community there. This research aims to analyse the status and role of Transcarpathian women
during the Soviet era through the interaction between Soviet gender policies and local cultural traditions, to elucidate
how they combined professional activities and family responsibilities, and determine the influence of the region’s
ethnocultural diversity on female identity formation. The role of Transcarpathian women was influenced by both Soviet
policies and the region’s unique cultural characteristics. Transcarpathia was incorporated into the Soviet Union. The
Soviet government promoted gender equality, encouraging women to participate in education, work, and politics.
However, while women worked outside the home, traditional roles of motherhood and homemaking remained strong.
Transcarpathian women were integrated into the workforce, working in agriculture, state-run industries, textiles,
healthcare, and education. Many participated in collective farming, a significant part of the Soviet economy. Despite
this involvement, women were still expected to manage household chores, children, and family members. The USSR
provided benefits like maternity leave and daycare, but the double burden of work and family responsibilities persisted.
Family structure in Transcarpathia remained relatively traditional. In addition to hard physical work, women were
seen as central to maintaining household traditions. The patriarchal structure remained despite Soviet calls for gender
equality. The Soviet Union promoted the family as a social institution, encouraging women to marry young and have
children. Girls were often expected to follow traditional paths, including early marriage and motherhood. Nevertheless,
education was significant, with many women completing secondary and some higher education. Political participation
remained limited for most women, though some opportunities existed within the Communist Party. Women were often
excluded from the highest levels of power. The Soviet state provided healthcare and social services, which impacted
women's lives significantly. Maternity care, healthcare for children, and educational opportunities were benefits, but
women still faced work-life balance challenges. Rural women faced different challenges than urban counterparts. Rural
women engaged more in agriculture and domestic tasks, while urban women had better access to educational and
professional opportunities. However, societal pressure to adhere to traditional gender roles existed everywhere. The
legacy of Soviet policies had a lasting impact. While women gained access to education and employment, traditional
expectations as wives and mothers persisted, influenced by both Soviet policies and the region ’s rich cultural heritage.
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
